MANIFESTO
WJIMENS LIBERATION WURKSHOP believes that women in our society are oppressed.

We are economically nppreased: in jobs we do full work for half pay;
in the home we do unpald work full-time.

We are commerclally exploited by advertisements, television and preas;
legally we often have only the status of children.

We are brought up to feel inadequate, educated to narrower horlznns than men.
This ia our specifie oppression as women.
It is as women that we are, therefore, organising.

The WOMENS LIBERATION WURKSHIUP quectlons women's roles and redefines the
posaibilitiea. It aseeks to bring women to a full aewareness of the meaning of
their inferior stetus, and to devise means to change 1t.

In society, women and girls relate primarily to men; any organisation duplicatea
this pattern; the men lead and dominate; the women follow and submit.

We close our meetings to men to try and breek through this pattern,

to establish our own leaderless groups, and to meet each other over our

common experience asa women. If we admitted men, there would be a tendency

for them, by virtue of thelr experlence, vested interests, and status in soelety,
to domimate the organisation. We want, eventually, to be, and to help other
women to be, in charge of our own lives; therefore we must be in charge of our
own movement, directly, not by remote control. This means that not only those
with experlence in polities, but all, must learn to take thelr own decisionas,
both political and personal.

For thia reason, groups smell enough for all to take part in discussions and
decislions are the basic units of ocur movement. We feel that the small group
makes personal commitment a podsibility and a necessity, and it provides
underatanding and sclidarity. Each smell group is autonomous, holding different
positliona and engaging in different types of activity., A4is a federation of a
nunber of different groups, Womena Liberatlon Workahop is easentially

heterogenous, incorporating within it a wide range of opinions and plans for action.

Womens Llbsration Workshop meets monthly, the small groups weekly.

We come together ae groups end individuals to further our pert in the struggle
for soclal change and the transformatlon of soclety.
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
